	1. Chairman for the meeting
	LT took the chair and introduced the meeting  

	2. Minutes of the Parish Meeting of 19th May 2023

	3. Matters Arising from the Minutes


	The Chairman reported on the following matters arising: 

	Metal bridge over the Tas opposite Bridge Farm
	It was reported that this bridge had now been removed

	Sewage issues on Wash Lane 
	The Chairman said that the sewage pipe under the offending manhole had recently been sleeved but that there had not been sufficient rain since to show up whether the problem would just be moved along the system to the next manhole. SB said that in the short while before the dry weather, the next manhole had actually been leaking.  The Chairman asked for those affected to continue to take photographs and keep records of any overflows.  .

	Church Road name sign
	The Clerk said that this had been replaced. 

	Footpath Problems
	It was reported that the handrail to footpath 11 had been installed but that the fingerpost to footpath 6 had still not been replaced. A parishioner asked for the crop growing over footpath 6 to be reported as causing an obstruction. It was also reported that Aslacton Charities were to arrange for the ditch alongside footpath 4 to be cleared to prevent water laying on the footpath

	Overgrown hedges and trees. Poor highways visibility
	It was accepted that this was a problem in many places but that it was difficult to deal with. The hedge around the bus stop opposite Downsland Park was picked out as being a most dangerous situation and it was agreed that its positioning was inappropriate. JJ said that she had spoken to the bus company and they would be happy to see the bus stop moved but that it was not their responsibility. CR said that NCC should be contacted, Daniel Yallop being the relevant officer. 

	Water laying at Church Road crossroads 
	It was reported that the drains had been cleared out at the Church Road crossroads but that the Northerly one was now silted up again. The Clerk was asked to report this to the Highways Department.

It was further reported that the drains at the bottom of Pottergate Street were also not clear 

	4. Other matters arising
	The following matters were also discussed:

	Cleaning up after your dog
	A parishioner reported that a regular fouling had been occurring on Steeple Lane but that this had now stopped. The Clerk explained that this was a matter to be reported to South Norfolk Council as not cleaning up was an offence under a PSPO introduced by them. He said that there was an online page for reporting such misdemeanours but the dog owners name needed to be available for there to be any action taken. 

	Planned pylons to West of village
	The Chairman circulated the latest pylon route map to the attendees and outlined the problems faced by those living near to the route. Those present were urged to keep complaining
